In October a capacity audience enjoyed the three talented musicians “Little Machine” who sang the words of famous poems set to their own musical arrangement.  A unique and memorable performance.

Next week RAP are hosting another innovative production ‘The Ingenious Gentleman Don Quixote of La Mancha’  by Little Soldier Productions, to be staged at the Robertsbridge Village Hall having won The Stage Award for Acting Excellence at the 2014 Edinburgh Festival.  Saturday 28th October.

Uth Voice, the young people’s project to get heard in the community holds its village Speak Out gig at Robertsbridge Club, also on 28th November.  There will be musicians, poets,  young people taking part as well as  “adults in positions of power and influence” including our MP Hew Merriman 

RAP have some involvement in this year’s Christmas Capers.   This is aimed at all young people 13-17 in Robertsbridge and surrounding areas and is part funded by the Parish Council.

In December there is a free festive event for RAP members at the ever more prestiguous BlackShed Gallery in Robertsbridge.   It is a paper cut exhibition called “Harlequinade”

The year ends with what promises to be a marvellous Farnham Maltings two hour production of the 1946 classic ‘It’s a Wonderful Life’.   Coming at the end of December this should be a treat for all and its held at the Village Hall on the Christmas Bank holiday afternoon 28th December.

The December Meet of the Tongue has a storyteller who having lost his hearing in the London IRA bomb in 1992 has since travelled to areas of conflict working with refugees.   It co-incides with Christmas Capers night but is still going from 9pm onwards for a finale to the Capers evening.

RAP already have at least 4 great events lined up for 2016 so ensuring that the Arts in Robertsbridge continues its high profile into next year.
